Before you go any further, determine
what your existing wiring and equipment
situation is.

A. If you have a Heating only system without Air Conditioning, the
Daikin thermostat will require 3 wires: R (24Vac), C (24Vac) and
W (Heat).

CAUSE:The thermostat reversing valve dip switch is set for “B".
REMEDY: Set the reversing valve jumper for “O".

SYMPTOM: When calling for cooling, both the heat and cool come on.
CAUSE:The thermostat equipment dip switch is configured for “HP”
and the HVAC unit is a Gas/Electric.

REMEDY: Set the equipment dip switch for “Gas”.
